SD has been on the agenda of HE for several decades, cf. Bruntland Report (1987)

The United Nations 2030 Agenda and the associated Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs)
adopted by UN General Assembly in 2015

17 SDGs that can be sorted into 5 dimensions/pillars of Agenda 2030:

People, Planet, Prosperity, Peace, Partnerships

The 2030 Agenda is universal and holistic (for all countries, societies, and humans)
Sustainability is the overarching concept, climate action and reducing emissions are one (very
important) part of the whole picture

2030 Agenda is complimented by other multinational agreements such as the Paris Agreement
